
SECTION L – KNITTING AND CROCHET WORK 
 

Entry Rules – see Exhibition Hall Rules page 
Judging Guide:
Casting on and off stitches done evenly in tension and not too tightly. Joining in of yarn, picking up 
of stitches around neck or armbands to be neat. Evenness of fabric and tension suited to yarn 
chosen (fine needles for the fine yarn). Proportion-state if wearer is out of general proportion (long 
arms). Suitability of yarn colour as regards pattern chosen (flecked or textured wool used in plain 
pattern). Pressing, seaming and making up. Buttons to be stitched on with matching wool. Any 
appropriate seaming method may be used. Flat seams on all children’s garments. Fair Isle must be 
woven in at back of work.General finish, trimming and show appearance, may use crochet and or 
silk edge.
